Galatians 3:17 (KJV) 
17 And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before of God in Christ, 
Galatians 3:15 (KJV) 
15 Brethren, I speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man's covenant, yet if it be confirmed, no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto. 
Romans 15:8 (KJV) 
8 Now I say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm the promises made unto the fathers: 
Daniel 9:27 (KJV) 
27 And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate.

 Galatians 3:17 (KJV) 
17 And this I say, that the covenant, that was confirmed before of God in Christ, 
(Paul is speaking here of the Abrahamic Covenant, an unconditional covenant with a promise made some 4,000 years ago. Remember that even though Abraham was overwhelmed and could not walk through the pieces laid out for the covenant  Yehoveh-God Himself walked through the pieces)

the law, which was four hundred and thirty years after, cannot disannul,

15 Brethren, I speak after the manner of men; Though it be but a man's covenant, yet if it be confirmed, no man disannulleth, or addeth thereto. 
If God is making a covenant with a man, in this case our father Abraham, and if it is confirmed, as it was when God walked through the blood and the pieces on behalf of His overwhelmed partner Abraham, then the matter is settled forever and nothing in the way of any further covenant, seven years or otherwise, can disannul it or it add to it.
Romans 15:8 (KJV) 
8 Now I say that Jesus Christ was a minister of the circumcision for the truth of God, to confirm the promises made unto the fathers: 
Paul is saying that Christ was a minister to the circumcision, (that is the nation of Israel), to confirm the promises made to the fathers.
Daniel 9:27 (KJV) 
27 And he shall confirm the covenant with many for one week: and in the midst of the week he shall cause the sacrifice and the oblation to cease, and for the overspreading of abominations he shall make it desolate, even until the consummation, and that determined shall be poured upon the desolate. 
The “he” relates to the prince in the previous verse. Simple English grammar.
