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The big question American Christians ask 

is simply this. Is the USA in Bible Prophecy? 

Most of our Bible prophecy teachers say, 

ñNo!ò But as we unveil the Scriptures and 

connect the dots we are going to uncover 

some very telling evidence to the contrary. 

This video will present some things that 

not many people will have heard before.

featured in Bible prophecy too?





Yes, how about the Brits, 
the Germans, the French, and 
the Russians? Do they get a 
mention in Holy Scripture? 

And just how prominent is the 
USA in end-time events?

Well as we proceed with this Biblical 
investigation we are going to make a 

blockbuster discovery. We are going to 
find out the hidden meaning of one single 
overlooked Aramaic word in Daniel 7:7. It

When we look up the meaning of that Aramaic 
word translated as άōŜŦƻǊŜέ we will realize that 
this word properly translated has changed the 
whole meaning of Daniel chapter 7.  It is also 
opening a door to an understanding that has 

been closed off and hidden from us. That word 
άqodamέ is  forcing us to make a blockbuster 
discovery regarding all of these very nations, 

including the USA.

Letôs take a quick survey of history. Here is 

a broad overview of the rise and fall of the 

leading nations of the West.  As we can 

readily appreciate, the USA is the last of the 

great superpowers to come out of Western 

Christendom. It is important for us to know 

this important fact. There are no other 

great Western nations to follow . Clearly, 

US history abuts into the New World Order.





Quite clearly, we are going to have 
to address this. So again, we ask 
the question. Might we expect 

that God has given us a heads-up? 
Is America is written about in the 

pages of Bible prophecy? 





As we shall discover, the answer is 
Sitting there right in front of us in 
Daniel chapter 7. It is hidden in 
plain sight. But are our popular 
Bible prophecy teachers looking 

into this matter with the diligence 
it deserves? Are we as Christian 

believers even interested?  





Apparently not. At least not right now. Regrettably

Holy Word for themselves. Many great end-time 

truths are sitting right there in front of us. But we are 
not awake enough to see them. The Western Church 
is asleep. She is in fact the quintessential Sleeping 

Beauty of literature, legend, and lore. She is fed fake 
news and the poisoned apple of false religion is right 
there in her mouth, doping her into a senseless state. 

Who will awaken her to her glorious high calling?

So if our religious leaders, theologians, and 

Bible teachers are not focused on Bible 

prophecy and bringing out the truth then how 

about the artists? Are there occasions when 

the poets, painters, and hymn writers are 

inspired by God to showcase these much 

neglected themes in Bible prophecy? And if so, 

do they have something to share with us on 

this matter of America at the close of this age?





Now let us look very specifically 

at the prophecy of Daniel 7. Daniel 

saw the four beasts in his dream. It 

was the fourth beast, the especially 

fierce one with the ten horns that 

startled him to the core.





Daniel received this vision in the first 

year of Belshazzar king of Babylon. 

This would have been around 554 

B.C.. In verse 1 we read, 

ñDaniel had a dream and visions 

of his head upon his bed: ò



In the first year of 

Belshazzar king 

of Babylon Daniel 

had a dream and 

visions of his head 

upon his bed:

wing to be left disconnected? Are they then 
alienated and never more to operate in concert 

together? Or might they somehow, in some 
mysterious manner, even in the end-time, come 
together and act harmoniously in the purposes 

of God? That is an interesting question. We 
shall address this as we go on in this video. 





Are the eagleôs wings just to be 

regarded as the left and right wings of 

legislature in democracy? Or in some 

epic future history might they become 

two complementary elements of human 

purpose in the plan of God? Are there 

prophecies to support that? 





Daniel then sees the lion stand up 

to become rampant. The lion is 

then given the heart of a man. 

When does this happen? Was it in 

the past? Is it yet to fully unfold in 

future history? Just what is this 

prophecy telling us?





Daniel then sees a bear 
rising up on one side.





The bear has 

three ribs in its mouth.





And the three ribs in its 
mouth tell the bear,

7 After this Daniel sees a fourth 

beast. It was diverse  from all the 

beasts that were BEFORE IT; and it 

had ten horns . Take special note of 

that word, ñBEFOREò. It is the key 

to this study. Weóll be taking a very 

close look at that word shortly.





So now the question arises, what 

do those ten horns  represent? 

Bible prophecy teachers in times 

past speculated that these ten 

horns were the nations of the 

European Union. This was back 

when there were just ten of them. 





But since the EU now includes 28 

nations, or after Brexit 27 nations, this 

interpretation is falling short. Then 

too the fourth beast appears to be 

a global entity. So the idea that the

ten horns are ten nations boxed up in 

Europe is dated. It is seriously flawed. 





The fact is, ten global kingdoms, 

albeit in embryonic form, are already 

unfolding right before our eyes. Right now 

they are just ten  geo-political economic 

and banking regions. They do not yet 

have sovereignty, or any political rulers 

over them. But as we see in Revelation 

13:1 they will, in a future time to come. 





Exiled on the Island of Patmos, the 

apostle John sees in vision the very 

same seven headed ten horned beast 

that the prophet Daniel had seen 600 

years before. In this end-time snapshot 

from Revelation chapter 17 John saw 

the beast with a red body and a 

blaspheming character. A harlot woman 

of compromise was trying to ride it.

In another vision John sees the same ten horned 

beast in what appears to be a later prophetic time 

period. This is after the midweek abomination of 

desolation. At this time the beast is revealed . He 

assumes power in his own right. This time, in vision, 

John saw that there was no harlot riding it. The 

beast was coming up out of the sea of nations. In 

this end-time snapshot John saw the blaspheming 

character and name coming out of the heads. You 

can read this account in Revelation chapter 13.



ñThen I [John] stood on the sand of 

the sea.  And I saw a beast rising up 

out of the sea, having seven heads 

and ten horns, and on his horns ten 

crowns, and on his heads a 

blasphemous name .ò

As we read Johnôs account of this vision 

in Revelation 13:1, he also sees the ten 

horns are crowned with ten diadems . 

So we can be assured that at some point, 

and for a short time, these ten global bio-

regions, with ten kings over them, will 

have achieved sovereign status. They 

rule along with the beast-phase Antichrist. 



ñAnd I stood upon the 

sand of the sea, and saw

We know it must be a 

short time.

John also sees something very curious. He saw 
that the beast had certain features of the very 
same first three beasts that Daniel saw over 

600 years earlier and wrote about in Daniel 7. 
In Revelation 13 WƻƘƴ ǿǊƛǘŜǎΣ άbƻǿ ǘƘŜ ōŜŀǎǘ 
which I saw was like a leopard, his feet were 
like the feet of a bear, and his mouth like the 

mouth of a lion. The dragon gave him his 
ǇƻǿŜǊΣ Ƙƛǎ ǘƘǊƻƴŜΣ ŀƴŘ ƎǊŜŀǘ ŀǳǘƘƻǊƛǘȅΦέ 



ñNow the beast which I saw was like a leopard, 

his feet were like the feet of a bear, and his mouth 

like the mouth of a lion. The dragon gave him his 

power, his throne, and great authority.ò - Rev. 13:



Here again are the four beasts of Daniel chapter 
7 that Daniel saw in that night vision over 2550 

years ago. Most students of Bible prophecy 
consider that the fourth beast with the ten 

horns represents the future New World Order 
that will open up in the 70th Week of Daniel, the 
final 7 years of this age. This is a well established 
interpretation among Bible prophecy teachers 
and commentators. It is Biblically well founded.





But what about the first three 
beasts, the ones we see here? 
What major powers might they 

represent? Well, there are 
actually five nations involved here. 
And in this study we are going to 

find out just who they are.





The first great commentary on the English Bible 
was published by Matthew Henry way back in 1710. 

300 years ago the modern super-powers we see 
today had not yet emerged into history. The early 

commentators may not have considered the possibility 
that these beasts were great unified super-powers yet 
to emerge in future centuries. Clearly this was beyond 
their view. Perhaps this was why they were inclined 

look backwards in time and to speculate that the first 
three beasts symbolized ancient empires. 



Matthew Henry 

English Bible

In the time of Matthew Henry the epic unifications of 
Western nations had not yet occurred. The great 

empires pushing for global dominion in the modern 
era had not yet emerged on the world scene. 

Whatever his reasoning was, his conclusion was that 
the first three beasts had to be great empires of the 
past. So to identify the beasts of Daniel 7 Matthew 
IŜƴǊȅ ŦƻŎǳǎŜŘ ƻƴ YƛƴƎ bŜōǳŎƘŀŘƴŜȊȊŀǊΩǎ ŘǊŜŀƳ ƛƴ 

Daniel 2, that being the image symbolizing the 
empires of Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece, and Rome.  





In his time Matthew Henry certainly must 
considered the ten toes on the image in 

Daniel 2 and ten horns on the fourth beast 
of Daniel 7. He surmised, quite correctly, 

that these were gentile powers of the latter 
days. So there was indeed a connection, at 
the very end of each vision. As Daniel 2 and 
Daniel 7 come to their respective termini 
there is no doubt a point of commonality.

But Matthew Henry then went on to 
suggest that the dream of Nebuchadnezzar 

in Daniel 2 and the dream of Daniel in 
Daniel 7 were parallel at ALL levels, and not 
just at the terminus of each.

that they two prophetic visions were telling 
the very same story but in different ways,

He speculated that the four beasts of Daniel 7 
were a restatement, a double featuring of the four 

ancient empires Babylon, Medo-Persia, Greece, 
Rome, and finally, the End-time Revived Roman 
empire we see laid out in Daniel 2. This is the 

interpretation of Daniel 7 that most Bible prophecy 
teachers continue to affirm to this day. But as we 

can see, it is rather messy when it comes to finding 
the beast of iron that explicitly symbolizes Rome.

Commentators consider that the feet of partly iron 
and partly miry clay answer to a future Revived 

Roman Empire. That is probably true. But it is only 
half the story. The iron is a certainly a good symbol 

for a hard rigid Roman imperial dictatorial character. 
But the miry clay, a Biblical symbol of humanity, is 

certainly not the Roman politic. The miry clay would 
seem to suggest the democratic or religious politic 

that is molded in the masses of humanity.

Bible commentators and teachers in the 
20th Century did not address the miry 
clay and what that might symbolize. 
They merely considered the iron and

Now we come to the really big issue. Where is

Daniel was given a huge amount of information 
about the Gentile powers from his vantage point 
in the 6th Century B.C.. The prophecies of Daniel 
extended right on up to the modern era. Daniel 

also saw the Smiting Stone representing the 
coming Kingdom of Messiah which will put an 

end to destructive man-centered humanistic rule. 
This will come in the Apocalypse, the Revelation, 
the Unveiling of Messiah at the close of the age. 



Daniel 2:34. Thou sawest till that a stone was cut out without 

hands, which smote the image upon his feet that were of iron 

and clay, and brake them to pieces.  35 . . . . . . . .  and the 

stone that smote the image became a great mountain, and 

filled the whole earth.



At the end of the book of Daniel in chapter 12 the 
angel Gabriel told Daniel to άǎŜŀƭ ǳǇ ǘƘŜ ōƻƻƪέ in 
secret until άǘƘŜ ǘƛƳŜ ƻŦ ǘƘŜ ŜƴŘέΦ Gabriel told him 
that the message he was given, cloaked in mystery 
as it was, would remain sealed.

Daniel was told that there was a time delay on the 
prophecies he was given. This is certainly true in the 
case of the first three beasts of Daniel 7. Because, as 

we can appreciate, the superpowers of the modern era 
had not yet emerged into history. They simply were not 
in view back in 1708 when Matthew Henry published 

his commentary. We all recognize the animal 
caricatures of the prominent modern nations today. 
But Matthew Henry? He would not. How could he?

If these turn out to be modern nations that 

became major superpowers in the 20th and 

the  21st Centuries then how could we expect 

earlier commentators to have identified them?



Today we have Bible Commentaries of many 
different flavors. Virtually all of them, along with 
ǘƻŘŀȅΩǎ .ƛōƭŜ ǇǊƻǇƘŜŎȅ ǘŜŀŎƘŜǊǎ ƘŀǾŜ ŦƻƭƭƻǿŜŘ

7. The world has changed a lot in 300 years. But 

sadly, our prominent Bible teachers have not 
seen fit to revise this earlier interpretation 

and publish an updated current commentary. 





So we now return to our original 
question. Can we find the USA
